BE PREPARED: BEFORE A FLOOD

1. Check forecasts (weather.gov
or local news) and confirm if
your home, school, or workplace
is in a flood-prone area.

Agree on a family
communication plan and pack
emergency Rits (water, meds,
chargers, etc.).

2. Identify flood-prone roads
and map out alternative safe
routes.

4. Ensure your phone and
critical devices are fully
charged before a storm.

STAY SAFE: DURING A FLOOD

1. Monitor local news for flood
updates and, if you're in a flood-
prone area, move to higher
ground immediately.
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2. Plan to evacuate early—
leave before water levels rise
to avoid becoming stranded.
